Course Title: Literature of the U.S. Deaf Community

Course Description:

Presents an overview of literary aspects common in the U.S. Deaf Community, including those
forms written in English and those forms signed in ASL. Incorporates the recurring themes and
metaphors in the context of the history of the U.S. Deaf Community. Prerequisites: ASL 125,
ASL 295 — Topics in ASL: American Sign Language IV, ASL 220, and ENG 111. Lecture 3
hours per week.

General Course Purpose:

To introduce advanced-level ASL students to the similarities between signed languages and
spoken languages in general by exploring some literary and cultural components of English and
ASL.
