Course Prefix and Number: INT 106 Credits: 4
Course Title: Interpreting Foundations Il (ASL)

Course Description: Develops fundamental skills of interpreting, including cognitive processes
and intralingual language development in English and ASL. Reviews process models of
interpreting and uses one to analyze interpretations. Develops feedback skills essential to the
team interpreting process. Part Il of Il. Prerequisites: Placement in ENG 111 and completion of
ASL 202. Lecture 4 hours per week.

General Course Purpose: This intralingual ASL course is designed for students to begin to
learn how to process and cognitively manipulate information the way an ASL-English interpreter
does. lItis a foundational step from communicating in one language to transferring information
from one language to another language.
